GENERAL INFORMATION

Be sure your child has a good nutritious breakfast so that they have the energy needed for camp.
Educate your teen on the importance of using a High SPF sun block. The campers will

spend a lot of time outside this summer.

Pack a lunch and water bottle (extra food & drink is encouraged). Your teen will have the option to
purchase food/ snacks (with their own money) during trip attractions if desired.

Please do not bring cell phones. The Montclair YMCA is not responsible for stolen or lost property.
The YMCA'’s employment policy prohibits our camp staff from babysitting and/or transporting
children to and from the camp program. Please do not put our staff in an awkward situation.

If you are running late to pick up your child at the end of the camp day, it is very important to call the
Camp Director. We appreciate your cooperation in making this a fun and safe summer for everyone.
Under NO circumstances can we allow camp counselors to accept verbal messages (i.e. “My child is
going home with____"); please put everything in writing for the Camp Directors. If unplanned changes
occur during the day, please call a Camp Director or fax us (only after leaving a phone message) at

PARENT & TEEN MANDATORY CAMP ORIENTATIONS

Mandatory Parent & Teen Camp Orientations will be offered every Monday evening in May and June
from 7:00 pm to 7:45 pm.

WHAT YOUR CHILD SHOULD BRING TO CAMP
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1. Sneakers, sneakers, SNEAKERS!!! For safety reasons, open toed sandals and flip-flops
are not allowed UNLESS we are at the beach or water park.
2. Non-perishable nutritious lunch/drink in a labeled bag or lunch box with icepack.

Tip: Freezing your teen’s juice the night before will help keep their lunch cold. On trip days,
your teen will have the option of purchasing food — we still suggest packing a lunch as a
back-up. The teens will work up an appetite everyday! You may want to send extra food.

3. Water bottles.

4. Rainy Days — Please wear rainy day gear, sweatshirts, long pants, raincoats, etc.
Keep an eye on the weather and dress/pack accordingly. In event of light rain,
rain jackets should be worn.

5. Please have teens wear appropriate attire that they will be comfortable in.
Inappropriate attire includes:
short shorts
tops that show mid section or chest
pants/ shorts that hangs low to reveal underwear
clothing with inappropriate slogans
tank tops

6. Please label everything with your child’'s name.

BRING AT YOUR OWN RISK

THE MONTCLAIR YMCA WILL NOT BE RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY LOST OR STOLEN ITEMS!
This includes: Portable game systems, CD players, iPod's, cell phones, jewelry or other items. Teens
are allowed to listen to cd players/ iPods during bus rides but cannot be in their possession or used
during camp activities (PLEASE LABEL ITEMS WITH HIS/ HER NAME). When Campers arrive, all
iPods/ cd players/ electronics, cell phones, etc. are to be given to the Camp Director.

OFFICIAL CELL PHONE POLICY:

Campers having cell phones during the camp day is p rohibited!
If your child brings a cell phone, he/ she MUST turn in it before they sign in.
It will be returned to them when he/ she sign out at the end of the day.
Please contact a Camp Director if you need to get in touch with your child.
If your child is caught with a cell phone during the camp day it will be confiscated immediately.
Suspension may result if your child can not adhere to this rule.




CAMP PAYMENT POLICIES

PAYMENT DETAILS
- Camp sessions may close out. To ensure your teen’s enroliment early registration is suggested.

- A non-refundable deposit of $75.00 per teen, per session is required.

E-PAY INFORMATION

We are happy to offer the option of paying through a weekly E-Pay plan. By utilizing this system, payments
will be automatically deducted from your credit card on a weekly basis.

HOW DOES THE SYSTEM WORK?

1. You must leave a deposit for each week you are registering for and authorize the YMCA to charge your
account weekly for each session.

2. One week before the start of each camp session, the YMCA will charge your account for the
outstanding balance.

WHAT WILL WE NEED FROM YOU?

1. A “Pre-Authorized Weekly E-Pay Agreement Form” for Summer Camps (Provided in the Insert).
2. Credit Card number and expiration date from Visa, Master Card or American Express.

3. A deposit for each week your child is registered for camp.

GENERAL INFORMATION:

1. If a paymentis not honored from your credit card company for any reason, the Montclair YMCA
imposes a $20.00 Service Charge, in addition to any fees that your bank may charge. The E-Pay will be
stopped for future payments and any outstanding camp balances must be cleared up before we can set up
the account for automatic payments again.

2. If fees are continually unavailable from your account and payment falls behind, participants will not be
allowed to continue attending the camp session(s).

3. If you need to switch sessions or withdraw entirely from a session, we must be notified by the
Wednesday before Monday’s draft.

You may take advantage of this payment plan at any time during the Summer Camp season. Please note
that drafting will take place on the second Monday after receipt of the authorization form.

Please fill out the enclosed form if you are interested in this service. If you have any questions, please call
(973) 415-6103.

All outstanding financial obligations to the YMCA must be resolved before registration will be accepted.
You must register your child before 5:00 PM on Thursday the week prior to camp session.

The Montclair YMCA does not accept personal checks. Payments can be made by cash, money order,
or by credit card (AMEX, Master Card or Visa).

Please note that camp balances are due at least ten days prior to the start of each session.
Camp fees do not include health and accident insurance.

Your child’'s name may not appear on the roster if enroll after 5pm on Thursday the week prior to
that session.

All payments must be made at the Montclair YMCA, 25 Park Street, Montclair, 07042.
Credit card/Money order payments and registration can be mailed to the YMCA.

No payment should be sent with your teen or given to counselors.

CAMP WITHDRAWALS and TRANSFERS

Deposits are non-refundable. To withdraw from a camp session a “Camper Withdrawal Form” must be
completed and returned to the Business Office. Forms are available at the YMCA's Front Desk or you
may call the business office at (973) 415-6103. If you fail to withdraw from a session you will continue
to be billed for the balance. Please note that all withdrawals or transfers must be approved by the
Camp Administrator.




TEEN TRAVEL CAMP - CODE OF CONDUCT

Character Development is at the forefront of our mission as Camp Directors. It is in our best interest as
a society to focus more on developing quality human beings. The YMCA is built around four extremely
important character values that fit as a perfect blueprint for our program. Living by these four basic
values will guarantee an experience in our Teen Camp that will last a lifetime.

Respect - Teens are positive about abilities; takes mistakes and failure in stride; are self motivated; are
not easily discouraged. Teens encourage their peers; don't argue with counselors; don't make negative
statements about peers, counselors, or other campers.

Responsibility - Teens attend all scheduled activities, follow directions from counselors and other
camp staff; show good focus; maintain self control. Teens work well in groups; take responsibility for
their own actions and don't allow what their peers do to influence their judgment.

Honesty - Teens are to follow the guidelines that they create at the beginning of the camp session
under the guidance of staff. Teens should not push rules to the limit and make excuses for breaking
them. Teens admit when they are working hard or not; acknowledge when they make a mistake.

Caring - Teens assist or take turns and share with little or no prompting; don’'t blame others for a loss in
a game or activity; don't gloat in victory. Teens are able to confront peers and counselors when they get
hurt or fail at a task. Show concern for others without the need for reward or reinforcement.

1. The YMCA is committed to providing a safe and welcoming environment for all members and
guests. To promote safety and comfort for all, we ask individuals to act appropriately at all times
when they are in our facility or participating in our programs. Teens must remember that they
represent the YMCA at all times.

2. We expect teens to behave in a mature and responsible way, and to respect the rights and dignity
of others. Our Code of Conduct does not permit language or any action that can hurt or frighten
another person, or that falls below a generally accepted standard of conduct.

3. Prohibited actions specifically include:

- Inappropriate attire. Appropriate attire must be worn at all times.
- Angry or vulgar language includes swearing, name-calling or shouting.
- Physical contact with another person in any angry or threatening way.
- Any demonstration of sexual activity or sexual contact with another person.
- Harassment or intimidation by words, gestures, body language or any menacing behavior.
- Theft or behavior that results in the destruction of property.
- Smoking, drinking alcohol, using illegal drugs, etc.
- Any other conduct of any inappropriate, threatening or offensive nature.
4. Teens are encouraged to be responsible for their personal comfort and safety, and to ask any

person whose behavior threatens their comfort to refrain. If a teen feels uncomfortable in positively
confronting the person directly, they should report the behavior to a counselor or Camp Director.

DISCIPLINE POLICY

In the event that we are experiencing disciplinary or behavioral difficulties with your child, the following
discipline policy will be put into effect. The camp staff will begin with step 1 and then proceed through
the process depending on the success or failure at each step.

1. Camp counselor removes child from activity, off to the side. A discussion with the child will take
place regarding the necessary adjustment needed to improve behavior. The YMCA character
values of Caring, Honesty, Respect & Responsibility will be reinforced.

2. The child is removed from the activity to meet with their Counselor and Camp Director to set
behavior goal(s).

3. The child is removed from activity and will complete a “behavior agreement” with counselor and
Camp Director. Parent will be notified of behavior and a copy of signed agreement will be given
to the parent.

4. If the behavioral problems continue beyond these four steps, the Camp Director will make an
evaluation regarding whether or not the environment at the Traveling Teen Camp is appropriate
to address the specific behavioral concerns the child has exhibited. A discussion with the
parent will follow. The following decisions will be made.

A) The child will miss at least one day of camp (suspension) and no refund will be given for
the day(s) missed.

B) Ifit is determined that the Teen Camp is not the right fit for the child, then the parent/
guardian will be asked to withdraw the child from the YMCA's day camp program.

5. There may also be an extraordinary incident that causes an immediate expulsion from the
program without going through the steps.

It is important to realize that a competent camp st aff will make every effort to
manage all discipline problems effectively.

However, if a campers’ behavior is dangerous or neg  atively affects the other teens in camp,
the decision will be made to remove the child from the camp setting.

Please Note: Camp Directors will investigate all re  ported incidents. Suspension or expulsion
may result from a determination by the Camp Directo  r and Vice President of Operations if in
their discretion a violation of the YMCA Member Cod e of Conduct has occurred.



YMCA of the USA — STRATEGIES to HELP PREVENT CHILD ABUSE:

The following preventive strategies are designed to protect the children in YMCA programs and to protect
YMCA staff and volunteers from being wrongly accused of incidences of child abuse.

1. The YMCA has in place a comprehensive pre-employment screening procedure to screen-out staff

not suited for working with children.

The YMCA will take any allegation or suspicion of child abuse seriously.

Staff understands their legal obligation to report suspected abuse.

Policies, procedures and training are available relating to discipline, supervision, staff/ participant

interaction, staff and volunteer Code of Conduct, etc.

5. Staff understands what practices may be considered abusive and the difference between what may
be considered appropriate and inappropriate touch.

6. Defensive strategies have been identified for avoiding unfounded allegations.

7. Staff communicates frequently with parents regarding day-to-day activities and encourages parents to
report or question any behavior or event their child may share that appears out of the ordinary.

8. Parents know that they can visit, unannounced, any program their child participates in.

9. Staff tries to identify stressed parents and offer support and referrals for help.

10. Staff has learned how to discuss sensitive issues with children such as toileting, sleeping and
guestions about sex.

11. Staff protect themselves and the YMCA by agreeing not to be alone with YMCA youth or program
participants outside of YMCA programs or facilities (i.e.: babysitting, taking children on trips, having
them in their homes when others are not present, etc.)

Please note that parents will be notified if their child demonstrates abusive/ destructive behavior,
or shares information that can be harmful to their well being.

DEFINING CHILD ABUSE

Physical : An injury or pattern of injuries that happen to a child that is not accidental. These injuries may
include beatings, burns, bruises, bites, welts, strangulation, broken bones, or death.

Neglect : Neglect occurs when adults responsible for the well-being of a child fail to provide for or protect
the child. Neglect may include withholding food, clothing, or shelter; failing to keep children clean; lack of
supervision; and withholding medical care.

Emotional : Any chronic and persistent act by an adult that endangers the mental health or emotional
development of a child including rejecting; ignoring; terrorizing; corrupting; constantly criticizing; making
mean remarks; insulting; and giving little or no love, guidance, or support.

Sexual : Sexual abuse is the sexual assault or sexual exploitation of children. Sexual abuse may consist
of numerous acts over a long period or a single incident. The perpetrator keeps the child from disclosing
through intimidation, threats, and rewards.

THE YMCA's PROMISE to PARENTS

« All staff is thoroughly screened to ensure that they are suited to work with children.

« All staff are trained in the prevention of child abuse and how to report any suspicion of abuse.

» Parents may visit - unannounced and at any time — any program in which their child participates.

« Staff never will be alone with a single child where they cannot be observed by others.

« Staff never will leave a child unsupervised.

« Staff will make sure the restroom is not occupied by suspicious or unknown individuals before allowing
children to use the facilities, and staff will follow the “Rule of 3" (going to restrooms in groups of 3).

» Abuse and bullying are never tolerated at the YMCA.

« Staff will respond to children with respect and treat all children equally regardless of sex, race,
religion, culture, economic status, or disability.

« Staff will not be alone with children they meet in YMCA programs outside the YMCA.

« Staff never will release children to anyone other than those authorized by the parent or guardian.

« Staff will be caring, honest, respectful, and responsible.
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TRANSPORTATION SAFETY RULES

Bus drivers conduct a daily check of the vehicle that shall include all safety equipment to ensure
that the vehicle is in sound working condition. Counselors are trained to do a spot safety check of
the bus and deliver a ‘Bus Safety and Procedures’ orientation to all campers on the first morning of
each session and to any new campers if they were not present on that day. The orientation
includes seating procedures, safety guidelines and a bus emergency evacuation drill on arrival at
camp.

Camp Transportation safety rules:

1. Staff and children must have a seat, wear seatbelts and stay seated while bus is in motion.
Counselors will spread out in the front, middle and rear of the bus. A bus counselor is permitted
to walk the aisles periodically to ensure the safety of children.

2. Eating or drinking is prohibited on the bus (unless a counselor permits).

3. Singing is one of the activities that make the bus trip fun: however, screaming and rowdy
behavior can cause distraction for the driver and will not be permitted.

4. Objects must not be thrown, dropped or hung out of the windows. This includes and is not
limited to hands, arms, toys and hats.

5. The interior and exterior of each bus shall be maintained in clean and safe condition with clear
passage to the doors. Main aisle shall not be blocked.

6. Buses shall not stop on route to pick up staff or campers. If a teen miss the bus, his/ her parent
must drop them off at the scheduled location.

7. Children shall never be left unattended on a bus. Before campers enter or exit bus, a staff
member will board first.

8. Counselors will check all seats when the bus ride is finished to be sure all campers/belongings
have exited the bus.

9. In case of iliness, the bus will pull over to the side of the road and stop as soon as it can safely
pull over. A counselor will take the child out and on return sit with the child up front by an open
window.

10. Each bus will have a Nextel phone, first aid kit and fire extinguisher.
11. Counselors will not be left alone with only one camper.

BUS EVACUATION PROCEDURES:

This procedure will be practiced on the first day or first trip of each session and documented with
the Camp Director.

1. If there is an emergency, staff will help the campers to remain calm.
2. The counselor closest to the emergency door being used will open door. Campers shall remain

seated and quiet until the counselor says to exit. One counselor will exit first and assist children
exiting and one counselor will remain on the bus.

3. A counselor will conduct a thorough check to make sure all campers have exited.

4. When the last counselor is off the bus, a safe area away from the bus will be selected for
campers to await further instructions.

5. A head count will be taken to verify attendance.
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SWIMMING and WATER ACTIVITIES

Teen Travel Camp will travel to water parks or the Jersey Shore. It is necessary for all youth to be
tested in their ability to swim. All youth will be tested on Mondays at the YMCA. Please be sure to send
appropriate swim attire. Any youth that is not tested will not be able to participate in the water activities.
Please note that the YMCA offers swim lessons throughout the year.

Please Note:
TWO PIECES BIKINIS will NOT be permitted at Teen Travel Camp.

LOST AND FOUND

It is important that all of your child’s possessions are clearly labeled with his/ her name. Those items
include towels, bathing suits, containers, backpack, etc. You may contact the camp office or report a
lost item to a counselor. We will do our best to find it. Please help reinforce to your child the importance
of keeping track of their possessions. Please note that the Montclair YMCA is not responsible for any
lost or stolen items. Any items left in our “Lost and Found” box will be cleaned and then donated to
charity at the end of the summer.

DROP OFF, PICK UP AND OPTIONAL WALK HOME POLICY

Please drop your child (ren) off at the Montclair YMCA between 7:30am and 8:30am sharp
unless notified about an earlier departure time for a trip.

Campers will return from their trips at approximately 5pm (unless noted otherwise — see pg. 4)
Pick up time is between 5pm and 6pm. Staff will provide weekly trip schedules on each Monday
of camp as a reminder.

Late fee is $10 per 10 minutes and must be paid at time of pick up. We appreciate your
cooperation in helping us get our campers and staff home on time.

Campers must be signed in everyday by an adult.

Campers have the option to walk home after we return from our trip/ at the end of camp
activities after 5pm. If you want to allow your child to walk home without being signed out please
complete the “Walk Home Permission Slip” found in this packet'’s insert.

Campers must be signed in and out of camp each day.

EMERGENCY INJURY COMMUNICATIONS

Parents/ Guardians will be notified immediately if your child becomes seriously ill or injured.

Every effort will be made to contact parents/ guardians through all emergency numbers provided.
If parents/ guardians are unavailable, emergency contacts will be called. All phone numbers will be
called until contact is made. Treatment will be given as necessary. Should a child require hospital
treatment, he/ she will be transported to Mountainside Hospital in Montclair (or nearest hospital to
our trip location) by ambulance or a YMCA vehicle.

If a child has received minor injuries or taken ill, first aid will be administered and a parent/ guardian will
be contacted. If a parent/ guardian is not available, a message will be left.
